     *An overview of the WAIS-IV is the most widely used measure of adult cognitive ability.  The presentation will include a brief discussion of the structure and rationale of the revised WAIS.  Constructs of fluid reasoning, working memory, and visual processing will be reviewed.  Administration, scoring and interpretation of various subtests will be presented.  In addition, results of studies of special groups will be discussed with a focus on how test results can be applied to students with Asperger's, ADHD, and depressive disorders.
     *Dr. Willam Freeman is a licensed clinical psychologist with degrees from Denver, Harvard and Boston Universities.  He has wide experience in providing diagnostic and therapeutic psychological services.  He has conducted psychosocial evaluations of adults and children for schools, courts, agencies and clinics.  Dr. Freeman is currently contracted to conduct IEP evaluations for a school system and disability evaluations for Social Security.  In addition he conducts safety assessments for suspended students.
