Treasurer’s Report
Kathy Wilson provided a report indicating the following:

· Certificate of Deposit balance as of 4/10/09 was $4,717.79.  The group decided to keep this CD invested for now and so Kathy will renew it.
· US Bank checking account balance as of 3/31/09 was $6,762.54

· Total of monies is $11,480.33.

· Registration money received from this conference will be deposited and expenses for conference will be deducted – Tall Oaks Conference fee is $1,154.25, Gretchen Holden award is $75.00, Sunflower Marketing expense is $595.71, and there will be other miscellaneous reimbursements.  Balance roughly estimated at $4,500 after those expenses deducted.

· NOTE: on 4/24/09 Kathy reported the final balance in checking, after conference expenses were deducted, to be $ 6,058.62.  
Secretary’s Report
Holly Dressler reminded the group that Carol Wagner sent out the minutes from last year’s meeting shortly after that meeting and asked for any corrections/additions.  She then incorporated those changes and issued the minutes to the chapter membership via email.  The minutes were accepted as written.

New Business

a. Documentation Guidelines – National AHEAD has provided suggested guidelines in the form of “AHEAD Best Practices, Disability Documentation in Higher Education” (This document is available on the AHEAD website.)  We will use them as a part of our own chapter guidelines but will still need strong evidence of the existence of a disability in order to provide accommodations.  A small group of KanAHEAD members met yesterday evening to discuss this topic.  Andrew Shoemaker will draft a document for that group to review.  (NOTE: if any chapter members want to be a part of this activity, please contact Andrew or Carol Wagner.)  We may possibly develop a form for medical professionals to complete.  Plan to have a draft version of this form and proposed guidelines for discussion at our Mini-Conference in Manhattan this fall.
b. 2010 Conference

i. Co-Chairs will be Andrew Shoemaker and Jaclyn Anderson.  The decision was made to cover the conference registration costs for these two individuals.  The two of them will be seeking volunteers to help with this endeavor.
ii. Speaker – Jason Maseberg-Tomlinson will contact Jane Jarrow to ask what the cost would be to have her as our keynote speaker.  The decision was made to keep our present format of Weds afternoon, all day Thursday and Friday morning.  Also discussed the idea of not having a nationally known speaker in 2010 in order to keep registration costs low.  (NOTE: the general practice is to have a nationally known speaker every other year.)  Discussed possibly having the conference via webcast instead of in-person due to budget issues on our campuses.  No firm decisions made about those two ideas.
iii. Dates – First choice is April 14, 15 and 16, 2010.  Second choice is April 21, 22 and 23, 2010.  NOTE: April 14, 15 and 16, 2010 dates were secured and confirmed with Tall Oaks Conference Center staff = those are the dates of the 2010 conference.
iv. Possible themes of “Go Green Tall Oaks” or “Kickin It Old School”

v. Will consider offering some scholarships to help defray conference expenses 
c.  Elections - Grady will coordinate the elections that are to be held in 11/09.  The Vice President and Secretary positions are the ones up for election.
d. Mini Conference - Will take place somewhere in Manhattan, KS.  First choice of date is 10/16/09; alternate date is 10/23/09.
