a. Public 4-year group (Liz)

b. Private 4- year (Nance)

Mission statement – would like it to be more inclusive and be more careful 

in the wording. Would like to continue NCAHEAD listserv and would 

like to have an “ask the expert” section. Promotional materials such as 

pens, pencils, lapel pins to market the organization. 

c. Community College group (Rhonda)

Mission Statement – would like more clarification regarding “serving 

others with disabilities” statement. What other professionals are we 

including in the group. Would like training on transition from 2 year to 4 

year college, early and middle college guidelines, online courses and 

accessibility. Would like to share best practices informally. IDEA and 

2004 changes how this impacts us. Occupational course of student 

diploma and what to do with students who come the CC with this type of 

diploma. Disability Services Advisory board meeting (legal issues and 

student development and technical standards) in March.

IV. Treasure’s Report:

Rhonda learned at AHEAD that we need to spend some of our money. She would like to use the funds toward scholarships. Diane reviewed the report and noted that the current checking balance is $7867.65. Motion was made to accept the treasurer’s report, seconded and passed unanimously.

VI. New Business:

· Diane requested interested members to volunteer to serve on the financial taskforce. Kent Cowen and Jim Kessler willing to serve.

· Representative and Lobbying Committee – Can’t lobby legislature directly but can lobby DPI to lobby on our behalf. 

· Grants and Scholarships Committee – will look at possible grants for student research and scholarships for members to attend conferences

· Opened the floor for discussion regarding Barton’s request for sponsorship of New Horizons conference. Jim Kessler clarified that we need to determine how we will decide who can speak on behalf of NCAHEAD. Rhonda learned at AHEAD that we need to have Director and Operator insurance to protect the board from litigation that would seek the personal assets of Board members. The Outreach committee has 3 presentations that can be presented in entirety on behalf of NC AHEAD once the member has been trained. If the presentation is altered, which is permitted, then the presentation is not on behalf of NCAHEAD but the person presenting. Mary Helen reported that Barton would like volunteers to assist in promoting the New Horizons conference. 

MH moved that the ED Outreach committee will follow through with the presentations and resources sheet attributed to NCAHEAD. The board will have further dialogue with Barton regarding the collaboration of NCAHEAD with the New Horizons conference on behalf of the membership. Sharon Jennings seconded the motion. The motion was passed by the membership.

· Mission Statement – Mary Helen clarified changes needed in mission statement would better describe NC AHEAD professionals work with outside professionals; i.e. broaden the group of people we communicate with and include this in the mission statement. Discussion ensued among the membership. If mission statement is changed we will need to change the charter, to reapply for 501-3C status. After discussion, membership decided to keep the mission statement as it is but possibility
