Dorothy gave a brief overview of the education outreach committee, which started a couple of years ago. The committee developed out of a discussion on the transition issues facing students with disabilities from HS to college. Dorothy has developed a transition PowerPoint presentation with versions for parents, counselors and students. Dorothy’s implementing a strategy to get the student version into education departments. In addition, there are 2/3 distance learning courses where presentation would fit. Currently, Dorothy is working on compatibility and making it an interactive presentation. NC LEC share make accessible PowerPoint’s in several formats and works with all programs and MACs/PC. Dorothy will proceed in working on the presentation and do a video. Additionally, Dorothy will have a narrator for the video and create an accessible HTML version of the presentation for education and school counselor majors, put together brochure and put on website. Dorothy will check to see if other NC schools use LEC share. Dorothy has looked at demo pages and will look into captioning the video as well. Will keep us posted on the list-serve. V: Old Business

Insurance:
Liz reports that NCAHEAD now has board and directors insurance, which protects the board from liability and protects people from up to seven years ago.  

Spring 2009 conference:
NCAHEAD used to have a fall conference. Switched to a spring conference, because most AHEAD affiliates are elected during this time and when national membership is due. The current NCAHEAD group would serve until next spring and elections will be held before the next spring conference. 

Previously, there had been discussion of a larger regional conference with Virginia and South Carolina. There should be an established conference committee and NCAHEAD would need folks to volunteer. Nance feels the following positions would be helpful:

· On-site person to coordinate facilities 
· On-site person for lodging and food

· Hospitality person which would include getting presenter gifts

· Registration

President-elect is the conference planner. NCAHEAD will need to coordinate with regional group and make contact. Volunteers will be needed to help and Nance will coordinate w/ committee chairs. People are encouraged to approach board if interested in helping.

AHEAD scholarships:
Last year NCAHEAD paid for the AHEAD conference registration fee of a member and NCAHEAD. Nance made a motion to provide two conference registrations to AHEAD using previous criteria. Seconded by Cindy. Approved by the general body. Diane suggested that we add airfare and/or hotel to the scholarship. The president-elect’s registration fee is covered by AHEAD, because they attend an affiliate meeting. NCHEAD picks up hotel and airfare if needed. Diane suggested that will help people with their hotel and airfare, because it will be needed. If sent by scholarship, the attendee must commit to doing a presentation/workshop…providing valuable information to apply to the NCAHEAD organization. Dorothy made a friendly amendment to include airfare and lodging as well and set the total as $1500 per scholarship. Seconded by LaVonne. Friendly amendment approved by the general body. Liz discussed that part of the condition of the scholarship was to state what your institution was contributing and that the money not used would go directly back to NCAHEAD.  

VI: New Business/General meeting

Private school representative at large:
A representative is needed to be on the board as the private school representative at large. Irene Ingersoll is interested in being a voting member of board. There are approximately a dozen private schools affiliated with NCAHEAD and conference calls can be arranged instead of meetings. Meeting locations vary. The representative will run the breakout session after this meeting. 

National association information:
Jim explained that AHEAD stood for Association of Higher Education and Disability. Currently there are approximately 2500 professionals and 5024 schools that are affiliated with AHEAD. Canada represents 1/3 of the members. AHEAD is a leading resource for disability service providers and there are 22 affiliates. NCAHEAD is the 3rd largest affiliate next to California 1st and Texas 2nd. Jim invites everyone to attend if possible. This year the conference will be held in Reno, Nevada, Louisville, Kentucky 2009 and Denver, Colorado 2010. Check out: www.ahead.org. The AHEAD national office is in Huntersville, NC. List-serve DSSHE.L is through the University of Buffalo with approximately 1600 members. Jim advises members to join it and read threads, but be hesitant about the opinion. Also, members can join the NCDDS-NC list-serve

Jim will send information on how to join DSSHE-L. In addition, Dorothy reports that there are people with disabilities on DSSHE and she gets helpful responses from people in DS position. Additionally, Jim will send out information about Reno and resort that is quiet and contained. There are 10 strands to the conference. Pre-conference will be “meaty” information. Some strands are: policy, education, disability, transition, etc. There are multiple sessions. Reno, Nevada is 4 hrs from Vegas. July 14-19.
In addition there are applications for assistance, scholarships, through AHEAD. Check the website. 

Comments:
Mary Helen lost her glasses and no one has found them. Check with catering and the information desk. 
Monica asked if the list-serve could be broken down by category. For example, community colleges, universities and colleges so each would have a separate section of list-serve. Jim will check and explained that a lot of people in the 4 years schools learn from community colleges and some have worked in community colleges. Mary thinks that it is valuable to read what other people have to say and that it is beneficial. There is more to learn from each other and she would be missing out on valuable information from other colleagues. Dorothy asked if there was a way that when someone hit the “reply” button that it went directly to the person and not to the entire list-serve: Jim will check. Diane suggested we compile a list of all the members. Nance will send out a list of all members, institution and contact information. There was question if we needed permission? Judy reports that if it is e-mails only, you do not need permission. Nance will send out membership information over list-serve and will collect information from each of the breakout sessions to create the list-serve. Dorothy asked if we could put the member directory on website. Publishing the members list could lead to soliciting. It was decided to not make the list available to other persons to contact and to just send it out to the members. 
Liz would like to collaborate more with community colleges on transfer student retention.
Green Efforts: 
The board has been doing more conference calls to save on gas. ECU has the capability to send out an invitation for a conference call. Liz will continue the conference calls. No more paper agendas…the agendas will be displayed on the projector. NCAHEAD will conserve and help environment.

Best practice:

Amy asked if there were best practices or best practice ideas for the website. There are so many innovative things at schools. Amy will develop a framework and work with Annie to get it on website. Jim reports that in California, Information Technology folks have a list-serve where they screen software and test software for accessibility. Doing research and sharing with everyone. How can we bring something similar to NCAHEAD? 
Conference drive-in:
There was discussion of a one day drive-in conference. A topic will be picked for the Fall of 2008 and then people can attend. Ideas include: Legal principles, Psychiatric disabilities, LD AD/HD sessions (greatest attended sessions at NCAHEAD). People can also speak with Virginia Riley who presents disability information session at AHEAD. Tiffany and Nance will arrange the drive-in.
