As the academic year comes to a close, join your colleagues in higher education for networking and an opportunity to hear from leaders in our field speak on a timely topic that affects all of our campuses.
This workshop is designed to provide participants with an overview for educating stakeholders and introduce change to their campus in order to provide the support and integration necessary for students with autism spectrum disorders to be successful. We will review areas of difficulty commonly faced in academic, residential, social and co-curricular domains. 

This session will include a look at the concept of “social thinking” identified by Michelle Garcia Winner to define the behavior used to think as a social being in interpersonal interaction. Using social thinking is a skill many people with ASD need to learn, it does not come naturally the way it does with most college students. When social thinking is impaired by social dyslexia, how do we as college service providers accommodate? 

Dr. Lorraine Wolf is a neuropsychologist specializing in neuropsychiatric and neurodevelopmental disorders in children and adults. She is the Director of Disability Services at Boston University, where she holds faculty appointments in psychiatry and rehabilitation sciences. 

Dr. Jane Thierfeld Brown is an educator/counselor who has spearheaded disability support programs across the northeast. She is the Director of Student Services at the University of Connecticut School of Law and Advisor to the new support program for students with Asperger’s at main campus of the University of Connecticut in Storrs. 

Both presenters are coauthors of Asperger Syndrome in Higher Education: A Guide for College Personnel (Autism Asperger’s Publishing Company, Shawnee Mission, KS).  

Lunch will be provided to all registered attendees. During the lunch break, AHEAD in New England members will have a brief business meeting.
