Transition Presentation Discussion

· Westside requested a transition presentation;  perhaps we could include WINAHEAD flyer and use the powerpoint on our website

· Ralston and ESU #3 are planning to meet on a regular basis possibly starting in April with a potential of 20-40 people who would possibly attend.  They have proposed that WINAHEAD be a part of this.

· One idea would be to contact Central Community College/ Chadron State/ and/ or Kearney (Dave Brandt) to (jointly?) put on a conference to “train the trainers” so that better coverage of transition needs could occur in out-state Nebraska

· It was reported that sometimes there is a problem with attendance at transition presentations because of weather, etc. (January’s Bellevue presentation which had to be rescheduled because of snow was referenced in regard to this issue)…this gives additional rationale for putting the transition powerpoint on the website

· The question was asked regarding whether or not WINAHEAD should present at the three-week summer institute for Special Education offered at UNL

CONCLUSION from transition presentation discussion:  Add the powerpoint to our website.  However, the powerpoint would need revision which should include the addition of a link for the script or an audio clip and/ or captions to clarify and further explain the powerpoint slides.  Susie Dunn, Melinda Claussen, and Mary Balken volunteered to work on the addition of the powerpoint / script to our WINAHEAD website.

A one-day conference should be developed to “piggyback” onto Ralston/ ESU #3’s planned meetings.  However, in the interim, if we are invited to one of their meetings we should still attend.

Letter of Invitation

Plans were made to send letters of invitation from WINAHEAD to schools who are not yet members.  Veva Cheney had developed an address list of potential members.  The draft of the letter was reviewed by the group and minor revisions made.  It was decided that the WINAHEAD flyer developed by Kate Clark would also be included along with a current members list.  Mary Balken volunteered to complete the mailing.

Transition Advisory Committee Report

Veva reviewed where the grant money comes from and that we need to re-apply every September.  The contact person is Jack Shepard.

Report on Workforce Development Recruitment Program

Kate and Veva reported that ten students were interviewed and entered into a national data base for potential employers to use.  The process also requires an internship which is usually located on the East Coast such as Washington D.C.  It will be important to try to encourage students to attend.  This year Midland, Kearney, SECC, UNL, and UNO participated.
