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In an effort to provide a more holistic service to students, SDS has established a parent’s listserv to meet the informational needs that the parents of our students have. While both parents and students are coping with their adjustment to college, the benefit of being informed is far-reaching and engages rather than distances one of the students’ best resources.





Also of note, the Workforce Recruitment Program, in which SDS plans every year, was successful in matching over half of the students who participated with potential employers.





Our local chapter of Delta Alpha Pi, the honor society for students with disabilities celebrated its third year with the largest number of students eligible for membership yet.





Finally, the CarolinaLife program continues to give students the opportunity to experience college who otherwise would not. Now in its third year, we anticipate this program to continue to grow and become a mainstay at USC.





While the 2010-2011 academic year will present a myriad of challenges, the staff of SDS looks forward to meeting and exceeding the expectations of the students we serve and the campus community with whom we partner.











The Office of Student Disability Services (SDS) continues to provide excellent service to the students it serves with 2009-2010 being no exception. 





With the marked increase in students requesting services, we feel that we’ve risen to the challenge of accommodating each and every student at a level that provides excellent support in both their academic and personal endeavors.





Student satisfaction with the services they receive is evidenced by the positive reviews that were given during the administration of our yearly survey. Of note comments such as, “I really find the Office of Student Disabilities to be EXTREMELY helpful, kind, considerate, and there to help with all the problems I might encounter. I never worry about having my needs met.”





In addition to the service provided to students, engagement with the entire Carolina community continues to be a priority. As a result of this engagement over the previous year, the specific needs of students with disabilities have been brought to the attention of administration and faculty in order to create a more inclusive environment for all students.








2009-2010 by the Numbers:





A 36% increase in students seeking services resulted in a total of 580 registered students.





The average GPA of students registered with SDS rose to 3.10 from 2.94 in the previous year.





Less than 2% of students registered with SDS had a cumulative GPA below 2.00.





Use of the Assistive Technology Lab has increased by 112%.
