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3000 scans rapidly and compresses the file- e.g. color files

All study tools are available on the image of the page

Study skills not available while online

New features: 

Online books-access materials online much quicker

Can access bookshare

Can scan and read in other languages, Multilanguage dictionaries

Now moving on to hands-on portion of presentation

Many students can use the program, they sign in under their name and their settings can be saved

Graphs, pictures, diagrams appear alongside of the text

4 types of toolbars, that can also be customized

Page thumbnail button on toolbar is unique to Kurzweil, it shows a picture of all pages so you can go through and search page by page

K3000 has writing capabilities, as well as printing

Students can take tests with the K3000 and print out their test

When scanning, K3000 can take many documents at once and will collate them

The recommended scanner at this point is the Epson, and on the website is a list of recommended scanners, ones that work and ones that don’t work as well

The speech feature can be turned on and off

When using the dictionary, you can look up words in the definition of a word

K1000 vs. K3000

1000 is for someone who has vision impairment, all commands done through the keyboard

1000 has different tools using which you can change background and colors

Exploring the study skills toolbar, which lets you highlight in different colors, you can insert footnotes, and insert sticky notes

You can extract the highlighted portions and insert them into another document and it will give you an outline

Contains voice note capability, which lets you record answers or questions on a test verbally
