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Marcia introduced herself to the audience and will be using overheads.

The consortium is nation wide broken up into four regions.

Who knew about PEPNet.

16.3% of undergraduate students reported that they are deaf or hard of hearing 

30,000 people in higher education. Some people don’t self-report because they don’t need accommodations. 

PEPNet has lots of resources for higher education.

Deaf students usually get jobs at the same rate as their hearing peers.  The rate of pay is about 89% of hearing peers.

No college degree, 68% of rate of pay as hearing peers.

Responsibility reverses scale. The responsibility goes up as the student gets older and the service provider goes down.

Interpreting:

CD for ASL for American national government and signs for idioms.

This is great for the interpreter to study for the context of the class. Also great for students to know what signs that the interpret will be using. Made at the PEC office in Arkansas. Found a systematic way to put them together.  They are also working on CDs for athletics and English literature. They are also putting together a how to guide on how to put together one of these CDs of their own.

Technical sign interview series video from Cal-State Northridge so students can hear someone that is in the field that they want to go into and hear from a deaf student.

PEC Salutes manual that is 1-2 page story about a person who is deaf: deaf’s success story. One is coming out for success stories of people that are of Latino background. The stories are also translated into Spanish from English.  It is also available online.

Rochester Institute put together Achieving Goals: Career stories of Individuals who are deaf and hard of hearing. The categories include legal, accounting, engineering, etc.

What to expect from education and training? Choosing a college, a nuts and bolts guide: college success for deaf and hard of hearing students (CD and online), DESK: Developing English skills and knowledge program

Choosing a college: PowerPoint online

Gates to adventure, connections, and financing your education

Gates to Adventure is an interactive video that talks about transition for students. Can be used with other groups that aren’t deaf or hard of hearing.

Connections is a connection between hs, vr, and post secondary institution.

Financing your education looks at scholarships, financial aid, VR, SSI, and local funding. Excellent web sites and resources. Well researched when developed.  Can be used by anyone, the information is broad enough for anyone.

Managing the transition:

College, Now What – video, interview between hearing person and deaf counselor.

Pah! I’m in College…now what – follows a student into college

Low out world. Her I come – video, a student from Howard Univ., walk through how she goes through the university life.

Satellite broadcast – Diverse students, Diverse stories – a live broadcast of these students – video

Video tapes are usually $20.

Manage the transition:

Essentials of college living – online materials

Planning for college success – handbook to work with the students either one-on-one or in a small group. Made by Arkansas PEC.

IDEA/ADA/504 comparison chart – online resource about each law. Students that come from public schools may not understand the difference between HS and post secondary laws and what services that are covered.  Documentation is described. The post secondary is a supported environment, but a different environment.

Faculty and staff awareness:

Make a difference – tips for teaching students who are d/hh. – CD and online, video by Arkansas PEC – Project PACE.

A guide for postsecondary counselors and disability service providers working with d/hh students.

Materials to share with services providers or employers:

Orientation to service college students who are d/hh. – online

Teacher tip-sheets – online and CDs – one pagers front and back. – very quick and simple. Ex. How to higher an interpreter, working with students that are low vision or blind, d/hh, etc.

Handbook templates – online materials, how do you put a handbook together? Captionists, faculty, interpreters, note-takers, parents, and students

Utilizing technology:

A closer look: creating an interactive CD

Type well: speech to text, the typer may not do direct word-for-word, but may be a concise version of what is said.

A model course to teach computer assisted note-taking skills in postsecondary settings – teach techs to condense information and pick up the essential topics.  Broke into modules, is used as a semester long course. PEC SOTAC Florida – link to demo of how they are putting together their distance classes. Trying to add together the video, the interpreter window and captioned window.

Talk to PEC for any suggestions on distance education.

ACCESS – video about Assistive Listening Device – online PowerPoint presentation called Demystifying Assistive Listening Devices: The Devil is in the Detail. Explains the different ALDs.

Legal issues:

What faculty need to know about ADA – ADA brochure, text is available online.

Question and answer books on ADA – text is available by PDF on web site.

Transition from school to work:

School to Work transition brochures.

Employers have many questions.

TTY isn’t being used as much with e-mail, text messaging, and relay.

Beyond hearing aids: job accommodations – PowerPoint presentation with notes.

Under-represented populations:

Hispanic/Latino – research document – online and downloadable, trying to get grants, this resource will be helpful.
