Different ways of servicing/addressing the needs of students with disabilities.

Ways of helping each other in different ways, which are legal and helpful.

TRIO oriented to help students succeed it is also a retention program.

TRIO developed in mid 60’s.  Helped disadvantaged students.

Current definition of Disadvantage Students:  

First Generation:  1st time college students whose parents had never attended college.

Faced Issues of adjustment and success

Low income:  no more than 150% of the poverty level.

Since late 60’s:  Students with disabilities where looked upon as disadvantaged.

Where does the term TRIO program stand for?

Doesn’t stand for anything.  It was programs put together to identify student who desired to go to college.

TRIO comes out of a 3-prong program:

-Math & Science (Students taken in there junior and senior year)

-Veterans Upward Bound Program

-McNair Program

Of the population of the students you serve must be 2/3 %1st generation income/ low income or students with disabilities

Remain 10 can be low income, students with disabilities, or 1st generation.

25 programs for students with disabilities across the country

Disability programs are supposed to provide access.

The TRIO program is not meant to be what university plans to do for disabled students.

TRIO is supposed to be a retention program.  It should promote success (retention and completion).

Example under TRIO:

Success Oriented Activity:  Tutoring, Career Counseling, Personal Counseling

SSS has restrictions on who can be served.  

List of allowable things you can do in a SSS Program.

Disabled students can be served through the SSS program as long as it has been written in.  For example:  Tutoring

In writing SSS Grants 25 – 50 students with disabilities to be excepted.  (Meaning a number was placed on it and there is nothing that can be done to change it)

Not all students with disabilities get accepted in SSS.

The people who write the grants and the people at the college who sign off on it determine the limit. 

How many students they choose to serve depends on the need.

How do you define high maintenance from Low maintenance?  Determine by the services needed.

Example:  Not having the personnel to provide the service.

SSS Grants cycle will be due in the Fall of 2004 (Possible grant writing session at the 2004 AHEAD Conference)

Eligibility Criteria:  

=You have to be a resident

-Students to be served must have needs   for academic support

Issues between SSS and DSS programs:

-DSS does not understand why SSS won’t   take their students

-SSS doesn’t understand why DSS won’t    give accommodation if a person is failing.

-SSS doesn’t understand that the student’s disability is confidential and not shared. Problems with DSS not releasing information.

DSS can provide strategies to work with individual with disabilities without giving documentation of disability.

Sharing of information on a need to know basis, not so much of releasing disability information.


DSS has a general concern that a student has a right to confidentiality.

Sharing of information:  When did we loose sight of ownership, it’s the students not DSS.

Example:  Make up a form between DSS and SSS about the sharing of information.

Individuals in DSS not exactly comfortable with:

Private and sensitive documents shared only as necessary in the institutional realm.

Within the SSS/DSS:  How do DSS reach out to students in SSS? (Example Minority Students)

You have to get out from your office and make the services known. 

There can be no duplication of services between DSS and SSS.

Gathering data on students with disability success rate would be useful especially when writing grants.  This would assist with possibly getting more funding.

We must start documenting what is happening with students with disabilities.

AHEAD has a training grant for TRIO.

They provide training for TRIO personnel about how students with disabilities fit in the TRIO realm.

Watch for a session at next year’s conference for writing grants in SSS.

TRIO training will be late January, Early Feb, and April 2004.
