How might of professor use Inspiration:

   Create a graphic syllabus

Dream Weaver:


Helps you create a website for a course, it does not require that you know everything about web design

(Cd available with links to websites for software)

Mimio bar:


Auctions onto white board, gets transferred onto the computer

(Diagrams, maps, equations)

It also records voice so as professor’s lectures it can be played back in the order that they drew

1/3 of the cost of a SMART board $400

Mimio Bar is portable 

Professor who have seen the demo, love it!

Gadget includes eraser, Mimio bar, and pens
Digital Camera could possible be used:

-To show what anthropology class picks of skulls for exams

-picture of the boards 

-picks of sculpture

-picture of how final picture/mixture should appear

-lab/dissection

-pictures of lab reports instead of so much text

Pocket PC:

-auto shop program-notes taken in shop could be immediately emailed back to a student

-virtual labs/cadaver studies

Course Syllabus (Andy)


Overview of “normal” course syllabus

Vs. UCD Syllabus

Normal Office hours-just written with numbers

UCD Office hours-copy of block schedule of availability (students can “see” when the instructor is available

Normal Office location-written

UCD Office Location-picture of map and written address 

UCD syllabus has a link to an electronic mailbox

UCD Course Description-uses Inspiration to visualize what students will learn and how. (Reference CD)

Maybe a good assignment is to have students prepare a visual representation of the course)

It is difficult for students to see how all of the concepts relate

(Audience member questioned the accessibility of the website version for the syllabus created with Inspiration. Presenters mentioned that there should be an outline view of the syllabus as well.)

CD/ROM includes the integration of the software program

Normal Assignment sections list topics and guidelines for the writing assignment 5-7 page paper

UCD Assignment gives student an option: Essay Project, Inspiration or Essay. See ex. Of the Tiger Woods projects

All students in these examples have done the same amount of research yet have presented the information differently

Gives professor a chance to evaluate what they really want in an assignment: What am I really accessing
Sometimes it will be important to require a written assignment is writing ability is to be considered.  The purpose of these examples is not to water down requirements or modify lessons, but at times, it may not be necessary to require a traditionally essay.

Comment in audience: as a former Faculty member I’d rather grade the PowerPoint instead of 40 essays.”

In this training professor also include tips helping professors distinguish between what they are really looking for in their assignments.
