3 laws do not impose obligations directly on publishers

None address copyright.

Copyright law 1976 began in 1909

But first address access.

Sections 110 (8) & (9)

Performance, via analog specifically for

Blind or other handicapped unable to read normal printed materials for deaf who are unable to hear
Section 710 register of copyright to establish standardized form & procedures for exemption for alternative formats – rescinded in 2000

Fair use doctrine

Purpose and character of use; nature of copyrighted work, amount of portion used in relation to whole work and effect of use on potential market for a value of work.

Fair use history

· making of copies for use of blind

Such copies are marked by LOC with permission for circulation thru regional libraries

Making single copy by individual as a free service for blind but multiple copies require permission.

Chafee

Amendment for disabilities affecting use of printed work

Exempts authorized entities.

Purpose – eliminate need to compensate or obtain permission for any copyright owners

Improve efficiency in processing making

Accessible format

Limitations

Looking National library service for blind

APH,

RFB and D

Does not place specific emphasis on students 

Insert copy of Chafee shows types of copyrighted work covered

Limited to reproduction and distribution and does not cover public display or preparation of derivative w works (e.g. plays form novels.)

Who is authorized entity?
Non profit

Governmental agencies offering primary mission to access for blind or other disabled

Most educational institutions do not qualify as authorized entities.

Emphasis was on social implications and not educational

Why not educational institutions

They are not design to serve the needs of blind for disabled??????

No litigation to date...
Covered specialized format (based on time of enactment.)

Blind, VI or physical limitation

Limited to Braille, audio or digital text – Digital is ordinarily transmitted over online networks)

Does not include large print

Future of Chafee

Non-educational 

Much larger population – LD

Accommodations based on UD – when first produced to include access – don’t know what it means or how to do it.

Teachers – increases access and improves pedagologial methods.

Concerns about derivitive works through derivative works.

AAP represents 300 members out of 3000 publishers; most mom and pop shops will not get into or remain in business.

But needs to work with us to establish format for consistency and price

Institution use chaufers and fair use but publisher say they don’t think so.  What do we have to do to get past this but don’t think we can get past it today.  Industry reserves right at own glacial speed and most don’t understand chaufers or fair use because in the business of printing and selling gooks
